The author pays personal tribute to the (mostly indigenous) trees and smaller plants of her garden and the pleasures they have brought her: shade and shelter, shape, foliage and bark, flowers and fruit, colour, scent, food; birds and butterflies. This account of her “holds upon happiness” is interwoven with a wealth of anecdotes, reminiscences, sketches of people and places, items of folklore, and her own acute observations. Delightful, heart-warming, yet informative. Lovely illustrations by Brenda Clarke.
